You jump a normal show jump round in the field and
immediately go on to a timed cross country / working hunter style course within the same field.

Class 1 Dressage Test: Prelim 12 Jumping Phase: 2'3" maximum
Juniors Restrictions: Combinations not to have been placed 1", 2" or 3" in a ODE
Class 1A Dressage Test: Prelim 12 Jumping Phase: 2'3" maximum

Seniors (17 & over)  Restrictions: Combinations not to have been placed 1%, 2™ or 3™ in a ODE

Class 2 Dressage Test: Prelim 18 Jumping Phase: 2'6" maximum
Restrictions: Combination not to have won a ODE at this level

Class 3 Dressage Test: Novice 25 Jumping Phase: 3’ maximum
Tests may NOT be called
